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NEUROLOGICAL REPORT

CLINICAL INDICATION:

Atypical cephalgia.

Dear Dr. Johnson and Professional Colleagues,
Thank you for referring Jordan Blackmer for neurological examination.

Jordan was initially seen on 04/19/2022, for examination and evaluation.

He had completed MR brain imaging and we ordered and received the results of CT of the sinuses, which were non-disclosing.

His headache was more consistent with typical facial pain and, in consideration of his previous history of Lyme disease and babesiosis, reevaluation laboratory testing was accomplished with copies to your office and was unremarkable.

He does have dyslipidemia for which he indicates he is moving forward to manage this with diet and exercise therapy.

A trial of tizanidine 2 mg and vitamin B2 400 mg was provided with initial prescriptions for oxcarbazepine when his headaches were not improved, beginning at 150 mg b.i.d. to t.i.d.

He developed foggy headedness that was bothersome and reduced his dosage to 150 mg at bedtime.
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The medication abolishes headache.

Consideration of successful treatment of atypical facial pain masquerading as headache, we will obtain MR vascular angiography to exclude vascular trigeminal syndrome at the cerebral level.

He will continue on his current regimen adjusting the dosage as may be needed as his side effects improve as would be expected over a period of 5-10 days.

I am very pleased that he has responded to therapy.

I will send a followup report when he is seen for return with results of his followup imaging procedure.
