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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in December 2020.  The patient was in Southern California.  The patient was driving.  He was involved in a major vehicle accident.  The patient driving in his car, hit a pole, and then it rolled over several times.  The patient tells me that he was wearing seatbelt at that time.  However, the patient tells me that he hit the head against the airbag and he had immediate loss of consciousness.  His legs were pinned down to the car.  The patient’s loss of consciousness for undetermined period of time.  The patient woke up when the ambulance arrived.  The patient was airlifted to the nearest emergency room.  The patient had significant headaches, dizziness, lightheadedness, disorientation and confusion when he woke up.
Since the incidence, the patient has significant memory loss, dizziness, mood swings, headaches, fatigue, and reduced language abilities. The patient is currently taking OTC medications such as Excedrin for the headaches.

The patient is currently going to school.  He tells me that his symptoms are significant affecting his performance in school.  Specifically, the memory loss is affecting his studies.  He is also feeling very tired and fatigued a lot during the day in school.  He is not able to concentrate.  He is not able to focus.  He has significant difficulties while in school because of these symptoms.

MoCA examination score of 27/30.  The patient missed 3 on a delay recall.
