The patient was seen and examined.  Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed.  Will continue current management and watch closely.  Management discussed with nursing staff.  Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  The patient is okay to be discharged in the next days because he wants to go home and he has all the family help and he can do the transfers himself.  JP drain is removed today as creatinine level is normal.  I had discussed with urologist.  He will be following up with the urologist and orthopedist as outpatient.
