PATIENT NAME: Bates, Naomi

DATE OF SERVICE: 05/19/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient was seen by me last time on March 28, 2022 and weighed 140 pounds at that time. Now today on May 19, 2022, she weighs 124 pounds. The patient was seen by Dr. Anand Reddy and Dr. Reddy had changed her blood pressure medicines and her blood pressure went low and Dr. Reddy told patient husband to stop all the medications. Dr. Reddy had given her diuretics and stopped the amlodipine. She was also given losartan. Dr. Reddy had told her to stop olmesartan/amlodipine/hydrochlorothiazide. The patient’s blood pressure is 141/92 today. She has lost considerable weight. She has lost 16 pounds since last visit about one and three quarter month ago. The patient has difficulty in swallowing and husband gives her only liquid diet. The patient had upper endoscopy in the past and at that time she had developed dislocation of the jaw and patient’s husband does not want upper endoscopy.

PLAN: The patient will get CBC, CMP, T4, and TSH at Medical Center Hospital tomorrow. She will be scheduled for barium swallow, chest x-ray, and x-ray of the lumbosacral spine. The patient is going to have blood test tomorrow and patient husband will call us for the report. The patient will not take any blood pressure medicine until we get results of the blood test. Her blood pressure is only slightly high today at 141/92. The patient will be seen again in two weeks and we gave samples of Ensure plus. She may have an esophageal stricture and we will do upper GI first as patient’s husband does not want upper endoscopy. She also has a low back pain and therefore we ordered x-ray of the lumbosacral spine.
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
