HISTORY: This is a 6-year-old child here for suture removal.

The patient is accompanied by mother and father who states that approximately one week ago she ran and fell onto a coffee table and was seen in the emergency room, where she received sutures. He stated that the child at the time of injury did not lose consciousness, was doing everything normal from then until now.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: None.

FAMILY HISTORY: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

FACE: Suture is in good repair. At the suture site, there is no secondary evidence of infection. No discharge. No bleeding. No tenderness to palpation.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Status post facial laceration.

2. Suture removal.

Consent was given by parents verbally. The site was soaked with normal saline, which was inundated on a 2 x 2 and placed on the site to soften the area for easy removal.

With the tweezers and a #11 blade #2 sutures were removed. Child tolerated the procedure well and there were no complications.

Site was then covered with triple antibiotic. Mother and father were reassured and advised to come back to the clinic only if the child has symptoms; other than that, no need to come back for followup for this suture injury.
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
