History: Ms. Torres was seen today. She states she feels her bladder drops at times and that is probably the reason why she had the dysuria and frequency of urination, and she states as soon as she started taking the antibiotics, she felt better. The second problem is, I had checked her B12 level again. In 2020, she had come for similar problems and I checked the B12 level because she was feeling fatigued and the B12 level was low. She took oral B12 for a while, but then stopped taking it and so her B12 level was low again to 109, which is significantly low; usual is 300-900 or 300-700 mcg. So, this is definitely low. So, either she has some problem with her blood or in the GI tract where B12 is absorbed. The patient is not a vegetarian.

Physical Examination:

General: The patient is awake, alert and oriented and in no distress.

I discussed the results with her. I told her the UA was negative. Last time, because of the problems I had sent her to urologist too and nothing urological was found. She probably had a small adrenal adenoma; however, at this time, as her symptoms are resolved, she is 75 years old, we are going to work up her low B12 level by referring her to GI and referring her to Cancer Center for the hematology. The patient understands plan of treatment.
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
