History: Mr. Rosenstein made an appointment on an urgent basis. He states about eight days ago, he was in Las Vegas for four days and did not wear a mask and he had good time, but was exposed to smoke all the time. He states he came back. His wife had a little upper respiratory tract infection, but was not sick. He is here because he is coughing. He is taking some Mucinex without improvement.

Physical Examination:

General: Exam reveals the patient to be awake, alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Are in the chart.

The patient is not on any medication that can give rise to cough like lisinopril or ACE inhibitors or ARBs. The patient had left otitis media with fluid in the last ear and it was dull. His examination of the chest revealed expiratory rhonchi on both sides of his lungs scattered. I told him that was the reason he is coughing. He is given a Breztri inhaler sample to use one inhalation a day. He is given Bronchial Wellness cough syrup. He is given Z-PAK and he is given Medrol Dosepak. He was here about three years ago and I had done some labs, which were somewhat abnormal, but he does see doctors in San Antonio for his problems. So, I have decided to order some more labs. He will go to CPL Labs today on University Drive.
