WILLIS, PEGGY
Ms. Willis is a 72-year-old woman with history of multiple sclerosis, severe protein-calorie malnutrition, COPD, hypoxemia, dementia, severe end-stage recent sepsis (MRSA), recently admitted to hospice with end-stage multiple sclerosis and respiratory failure.

The patient is total ADL dependent. She wears a diaper. She is only oriented to person from time-to-time.

She sleeps about 16-18 hours a day. She is bedbound. Family has decided to against any further hospitalization and has made the patient do not resuscitate and admitted the patient to hospice for further care. The patient has a PEG tube in place because of difficulty swallowing related to her multiple sclerosis. She has developed severe weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition and muscle wasting. Overall, prognosis remains poor for this woman with recent history of respiratory failure, exacerbation of COPD and a COVID-19 infection which has lead to severe sepsis with MRSA and has required multiple antibiotics and prolonged antibiotic therapy. The patient remains tachycardic, short of breath, with a decubitus ulcer which she will never heal and may be the cause of her demise.

The patient will be kept comfortable on hospice and care has been discussed with family who is in agreement with hospice care. The patient definitely has less than six months to live, most likely days or weeks and requires hospice care to keep the patient comfortable during the last few days to weeks of her life.
