Ms. Vasquez is a 96-year-old woman on hospice because of end-stage renal disease. The patient suffers from renal insufficiency. She is not a candidate for hemodialysis and/or peritoneal dialysis due to advanced age. Since last certification, she has great decline in her overall health that includes decreased weight, increased fatigue, nausea and vomiting, itching rash related to worsening renal failure, severe profound weakness, she is only oriented to person, increased confusion, memory loss related to built up of blood urea nitrogen and other waste which is no longer being cleared by her diminished renal function. She also suffers from memory loss, decreased appetite, weight loss, KPS score of 40%, high risk of fall, requires around the clock 24-hour assistant, incontinent of bowel and bladder and total ADL dependency. She is expected to do poorly and die without any hemodialysis which she is no longer a candidate for, hence remains hospice appropriate for hospice care at this time especially given her significant changes in her condition since last certification.
