LAIN, BERNADETTE
Ms. Lain is a 66-year-old woman who has been admitted to hospice with malignant neoplasm of ascending colon. The patient also has metastatic disease into her liver, intrahepatic bile duct system, she also has an acute embolism and thrombosis of the deep vein of the lower extremity on the right side as well as lung metastasis. She currently requires hospice care because no longer a candidate for chemo/radiation therapy. She has a KPS score of 60% currently. She is in pain, nonresponsive and is expected to do poorly given her advanced malignancy as well as metastasis. The patient’s disease started on or about June 2021, where she underwent cecostomy. Biopsy of the liver showed a 6 cm liver mets and biopsy of the lung showed a 3.5 cm lung mets. The patient underwent chemo and radiation therapy throughout 2022, despite with minimal response. The patient has now become anemic with profound weakness, protein-calorie malnutrition with a low albumin level of 3.3 and increased liver function tests. She has a CEA of 6009, which has continued to rise since November 2021. The patient’s findings were discussed with the family and it was decided against any further chemo or radiation therapy given her weakened state and they have chosen to place the patient on hospice. Most recent PET scan showed disease progression in the abdomen and pelvis with significant enlargement of hepatic metastasis and peritoneal implants despite aggressive treatment.
The patient is hospice appropriate and is expected to live less than six months given the nature of her aggressive disease and lack of response despite any treatments provided for the patient.
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
