REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: This is an 18-year-old, he is in no distress. The nausea and vomiting has already improved. The diarrhea has already improved. He needs a note to return to work as well.
VITAL SIGNS: Weight 188 pounds. O2 sat 96%. Temperature 98. Respirations 16. Pulse 99. Blood pressure 130/70.

HEENT: There is red TM noted and red posterior pharynx.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft. There is some bloating noted on the abdominal examination. No tenderness. No rebound. No rigidity.
SKIN: Shows no rash.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Pharyngitis.

5. Ultrasound of the abdomen is within normal limits.

6. Ultrasound of the neck shows lymphadenopathy especially on the right side.
7. Treat with Cipro 500 mg twice a day.
8. Cultured yogurt, lots of liquid.
