The patient presents with throat hurting for the past week.

PRESENT ILLNESS: As above with sore throat for the past several days without clearing. No other symptoms associated with it.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: C-section x 3 and gallbladder removed.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past Medical History: History of tonsillitis in the past, not recently.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Inflammation of pharynx with slight swelling. Neck: Slight 1+ tenderness to paratracheal and inframandibular area with minimal adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Without abnormalities. Skin: Without lesions or discoloration. Extremities: Negative for painful range of motion with tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

Strep screen was obtained from throat which was negative for strep.

DIAGNOSES: Pharyngitis and tonsillitis.

PLAN: The patient was given a prescription for Z-PAK. To follow up as needed.
