PRESENT ILLNESS: Nausea, with frontal headache, with sore throat for the past two days.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Ear tubes.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: The patient is on Vyvanse and Nexium p.r.n.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative.
FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past Medical History: Gastritis and hyperactivity syndrome.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Within normal limits. Vital Signs: Pulse 105. Temperature 99.0. Otherwise normal. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythema and slight swelling of pharynx noted. Otherwise, within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Abdomen: Slight 1+ epigastric tenderness without guarding or rebound. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Skin: Without discoloration or rashes. Extremities: Full range of motion without tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

The patient had a strep test performed which was negative.

DIAGNOSES: Pharyngitis, gastritis and attention deficit disorder.

PLAN: The patient was given a prescription for Z-PAK.
