CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient returns with a bump on the tongue that has been present for months, seen here before a few months ago, given Magic Mouthwash with decreased size but reoccurrence. States it sometimes bleeds.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Lesion on the tongue with *_________* right upper posterior gingiva, states that it decreased somewhat with Magic Mouthwash a few months ago but with reoccurrence now.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: GERD.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Appendectomy.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative.
FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history is essentially negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Noted 12 mm soft oval papular type lesion to anterior ventral tongue and also a 2 mm lesion to the right upper posterior gingiva with darkening of the surface. Neck: Without masses and supple. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Otherwise, within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Benign skin growth to tongue, possible viral verrucous lesion.

PLAN: Advised to see an oral surgeon for evaluation and removal. Offered silver nitrate to consider, but not encouraged by the patient.
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
