The patient with a history of chronic cough for the past two weeks with some congested breathing is heard with heart rate, fever and headache. Given prescription for prednisolone and albuterol before, finished now.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Eczema and seasonal allergies.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Recent prednisolone.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies. 
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Normal with temperature of 100.7, reported to be 102 at school. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx, otherwise normal. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi without wheezing or rales. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative. Skin: Without rash or lesion. Neurological: Within normal limits.

Chest x-ray obtained which showed minimal increased markings without infiltrates.

IMPRESSION: Bronchitis, persistent.

PLAN: The patient was given a prescription for Zithromax in addition of prednisolone to take tapering dose. Follow up as needed in four to six days.
