HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of atrial fibrillation, recent stroke, cirrhosis of the liver, and GI bleeding. The patient is not tolerating anticoagulation. The patient gets GI bleeding with anticoagulation.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 100/58 mmHg, pulse 54, respirations 16.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops.
ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.
EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION:
1. Atrial fibrillation.

2. History of ischemic stroke.

3. Cirrhosis of the liver.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient is not a good candidate for either EP study and ablation for atrial fibrillation and also not a candidate for Watchman device implantation because the patient had at least six weeks of anticoagulation after post procedure, which she did not tolerate. I will refer the patient for left atrial appendage clipping epicardially by cardiothoracic surgery.
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
