Ms. Goff was seen regarding osteoarthritis, hypertension, coronary artery disease, and atrial fibrillation and she has a stroke. 

HISTORY: Ms. Goff is under hospice care presumably for the stroke. She had poverty of speech. She has had falls, but no major injuries. She drools. She denies new specific symptoms. Her Eliquis was stopped since being in hospice and her fall risk. She has been put on aspirin 81 mg daily though. Her hypertension is currently stable. There is no headache or cardiac symptom. There is no angina and her coronary disease is stable. She has chronic atrial fibrillation and heart rate is controlled and hyperthyroidism is noted, but I could not elicit any specific symptoms such as undo temperature tolerance or other major symptoms.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, abdominal pain, fever, or chills. She is known to have history of rheumatic heart disease.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Temperature 97.0, pulse 67, respiration rate 16, blood pressure 120/70, and O2 saturation
