Mr. Crary is much the same as when last seen. He was seen regarding diabetes mellitus, hypertension, and dementia.

HISTORY: Mr. Crary has some poverty of speech and he drools a bit. He cannot walk on his own. He is oriented x1 to person only. He has had physical therapy. On 03/24/22, he had labs which included BUN and creatinine which were normal with good renal function. His sugar was 90 at that time. He had hemoglobin A1c though of 9.3. He continues on Lantus 25 units every 12 hours. He denies polyuria or polydipsia. The staff tells when they checked his sugars they are doing okay.  His dementia is baseline, but somewhat severe.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or fever His blood pressure is controlled.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 110/70, pulse 57, respiratory rate 17, and temperature 97.2. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal heart sounds. No excess sounds or murmurs. Abdomen: Soft and nontender.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Crary has diabetes mellitus and is observed on Lantus 25 units every 12 hours and Humalog 6 units three times a day.

2. He has dementia and I will continue donepezil 10 mg daily.

3. He has detrusor overactivity and I will continue Detrol 2 mg daily.

4. He has essential hypertension, which is stable without any hypertensives.

5. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
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
