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The patient tells me that he was involved in multiple traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that he sustained multiple traumatic brain injury in 2016.  The patient tells me that he was in the Navy SEALS for eight years.  The patient was in various Navy SEAL training exercises.  There are severe training exercises involving martial arts.  He has sustained multiple concussions when he was training for martial arts.  Specifically in Santiago, California in 2016, the patient was training, the patient got hit in the head multiple times.  The patient had instant loss of consciousness several times.  The patient tells me that he will be fighting and they get hit on the head so many times, the patient when he losses consciousness, would last anywhere from few seconds or few minutes.  The patient woke up with confusion or disorientation.  The patient was dazed out. In 2017, the patient was in Niland California.  The patient was training again.  The patient tells me that he was carrying rocket launcher on his shoulder.  There was explosion from the rocket launcher, the patient felt dizziness and lightheadedness.  There is another time that he was free falling on a parachute on a parachute exercise.  The patient sustained neck whiplash injury and also hit the head.  The patient has instant loss of consciousness.  The patient woke up confused and disoriented.
The patient tells me that since the incidents, the patient had decrease in concentration, decreased in focus, memory deficit, memory loss, dizziness, irritability, mood swing, sleep problems, headaches, and difficulty focus.
The patient tells me that the memory deficit is affecting him.
The patient is currently still in the Navy SEALS.  The patient is planning to retire soon.  However, his symptoms affecting his job.  He has decrease in concentration, decrease in focus, and decrease in irritability.  The patient also has memory deficit.  The patient is not able to do his job appropriately.  The patient late to appointments.  There is a time that he is parked in Denver.  He does not remember where he parked.  His memory is affecting his job.
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
