CHIEF COMPLAINT: Shortness of breath and wheezing.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a very obese 62-year-old female who has had multiple medical problems including history of hypertension, diabetes mellitus, history of extreme obesity, obstructive sleep apnea, history of anemia, asthma, rheumatoid arthritis, hyperlipidemia, hypothyroidism, also being treated for a DVT and PE, depression and anxiety. The patient has fibromyalgia, allergic rhinitis, had traumatic brain injury in the past, restless legs syndrome and osteoporosis.

PAST MEDICAL / SURGICAL HISTORY:  Surgeries include tubal ligation, breast biopsy, and D&C, as well as hysterectomy, right knee surgery and foot surgery on both sides for heel spurs and pinched nerves. She had a cholecystectomy, rectal prolapse repair, history of cardiac catheterization and kidney stone removal.

MEDICATIONS: Med list includes albuterol inhaler p.r.n., Singulair 10 mg a day, metoprolol 75 mg b.i.d., Lasix 40 mg daily, potassium chloride 10 mEq t.i.d., as well as Armour Thyroid 60 mg daily, gabapentin 300 mg daily, allopurinol 300 mg a day, Zyrtec one daily, Humalog insulin per scale, Protonix 40 mg daily, citalopram 40 mg a day, baclofen 20 mg q.8h., Breztri inhaler 160 mcg two puffs b.i.d., and trazodone 150 mg h.s.

ALLERGIES: LISINOPRIL, VESICARE, SIMVASTATIN, OZEMPIC and EZETIMIBE.

HABITS: The patient does not smoke. Denies significant alcohol use.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of cancer of the breast. Father died of CHF.
SYSTEM REVIEW: The patient is overweight. She has trouble ambulating. She is short of breath.
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She has joint pains, muscle aches, leg swelling, and dizzy attacks and also has chronic fatigue and cataracts. She has vertigo, sore throat, urinary frequency, and nighttime awakening. She has hay fever. She has abdominal pain, rectal bleeding and heartburn. She has calf muscle pains, palpitations, depression, joint pains and muscle aches. No seizures, but has headaches and memory loss. She has skin rash.
