CC: Post skin cancer excision.
HPI: An 84-year-old seen in room, she was lying in bed resting. Yesterday, she had a skin CA removed from the top of her nose, it has a dressing and nursing staff here will begin care of changing dressing starting tomorrow. There is an instruction sheet that I reviewed that basically tells whoever is doing WC what it is to do. She denies pain. She is able to breathe without difficulty. She had an information sheet with her that gave instructions for wound care, but no comment as to what type of CA was suspected. She does have followup and was returned on ABX for one week and p.r.n. Tylenol No.3.
DIAGNOSES: New skin CA excision on nose, myeloproliferative disorder, polyarthritis, fibromyalgia, HTN, HLD, insomnia.
MEDICATIONS: B12 injection 1000 mcg q. month, Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d., Lexapro 40 mg MWF and 20 mg the other four days, Jakafi 10 mg one tablet b.i.d., melatonin 10 mg h.s., PEG solution MWF, KCl 10 mEq q.d., and torsemide 40 mg q.d.

ALLERGIES: PCN, SULFA and STATINS.
DIET: Regular.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Alert female, resting in room, but cooperative to discussion.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 148/89, pulse 78, temperature 97.8, respirations 18, and weight 192.2 pounds.
HEENT: She has dressing in place on the top of her nose.

NEURO: She was at her baseline cognition. Alert and oriented x2-3. Clear speech. Could give information and make her needs known.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She does weight bear, is using her wheelchair now for distance, but a walker in room. No LEE.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Status post skin cancer excision. We will find out what it is. Wound care will be done per instruction sheet and the patient denies pain at this time, but is reminded that she has pain medication should she need it and minocycline 100 mg b.i.d. x7 days.
