She is easily distracted while on talking to her in the hallway looking at other people suggested we go to her room and wanted to stay out in the hallway where she was looking around but would make eye contact with me questions asked. His stable peers to be in good spirits can make her needs known and can be redirected at the time it takes a little bit of effort but and she is interactive with others in a pleasant manner.
