The patient is here for followup for Workmen’s Compensation injury with complaints of continued pain left shoulder, without change, no improvement.
PRESENT ILLNESS: No change. The patient has new Workmen’s Compensation adjustor on his case. He has okayed him to see orthopedist Dr. Smith at The Woodlands Sports Clinic next Friday.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, diabetes, and hypogonadism.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Lisinopril and medication for shoulder.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Unremarkable. Past medical history unchanged, see old records.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Extremities: Hand within normal limits. Wrist within normal limits. Shoulder and elbow within normal limits. Arm and shoulder, anterior posterior tenderness to left shoulder with restricted range of motion, rotation and abduction. No neurovascular or tendon injuries. Skin: Without abnormalities. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Without masses or rigidity. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness.
CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Left shoulder tendon injury as before.
PLAN: Advised the patient to see orthopedist at The Woodlands Sports Clinic on 05/27/2022. Refilled medications per Workmen’s Compensation which were denied by prior Workmen’s Compensation adjustor, but now has been approved by new Workmen’s Compensation adjustor. We will have to rewrite prescription for Mobic and trazodone as before. The patient is to follow up in two weeks after orthopedic evaluation.
