The patient was brought in by mother with bruising on her knees and not eating well for the past month, darkened under her eyes.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Bruises of knees and right forearm post fall, according to the patient.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Goes to Southside Elementary School.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Decreased appetite x 1 with additional past medical history of boy in one of her classes playing with her privates, told mother the other day. School has been notified and she has been separated from the boy.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Alert with mild distress evident with fat facies. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Pupils are equal and reactive to light and accommodation. Funduscopic benign. Nasal and oral mucosa negative for inflammation or exudates. Neck: Without masses or rigidity. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Skin: Noted purplish discoloration of anterior infrapatellar areas on both legs with a small dark spot measuring 1 cm on the right dorsal distal forearm.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Contusions of knees with discoloration secondary to trauma, apparent child molestation with stress reaction at school, with decreased appetite without evidence of weight loss.
PLAN: Mother was advised to notify school counselor for further evaluation and counseling with prescription written asking for that. Mother advised to follow up with her daughter in one month to verify everything is going well, assured there was no evidence of bleeding disorder and hopefully appetite will return and mood since situation is being dealt with.
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
