HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of atrial fibrillation status post ablation now complaining of shortness of breath and palpitation. The patient’s electrocardiogram today showed atrial fibrillation and flutter with a rapid ventricular rate.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 116/76 mmHg, pulse rate 100-110, and respirations 16.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Tachycardic. No murmurs or gallop.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Atrial fibrillation with a rapid ventricular rate.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient recently underwent ablation; however, it was unsuccessful. The patient has a lot of scar tissue in the left atrium. Discussed with the patient regarding AV node modification versus rate control with medical therapy. The patient likes to undergo ablation for AV node and permanent pacemaker implantation. Procedure risk and benefit discussed with the patient and she agreed for the procedure.
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
