HISTORY: This is a 44-year-old young lady here, believes she has tapeworm. She states she has been having diarrhea for the past three or four days and today when she has the stool she saw a long white object that looks like a tapeworm and would like to be evaluated.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies weight loss. Denies chills, myalgia, nausea, or vomiting. She endorses diarrhea. She states stool is not bloody. The patient denies travel history. She states she mostly eats vegetables and has not eaten any uncooked food within recent days.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress. The patient does appear anxious over this whole issue and she was reassured.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 97% at room air.

Blood pressure 110/64.
Pulse 76.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.0.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. No rebound. No guarding. She has normal bowel sounds.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Diarrhea.

2. Possible tapeworm.

The patient brought a picture of her stool she had at home when she noticed the object and, in the midst of her stool, there is a long tape like white object.

Today, we will do a stool sample. She was given a container and advised to take this sample to LabCorp, which is her insurance lab of preference. She was reassured that the results will come directly to us and we will call her if there is need for medication.

The patient’s requests the medication just in case it is positive. She was prescribed Biltricide 600 mg one p.o. t.i.d. for one day, #3. She was strongly encouraged to hold medication until we call her with the results, she states she understands and will comply. She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.
