The patient is seen with complaints of redness, itching, discharge of eyes for the past several days with clearing right eye.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Inflammation per mother of left eye for the past week, seen at HCA Minor ER five days ago, given Rx for tobramycin drops without benefit, seen at Mann Eye Clinic few days ago with slit lamp examination and told there were no abnormalities and to continue tobramycin eye drops.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Tobramycin eye drops and vitamin.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies. 
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Mother states slight cough for two days. Past history negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Eyes: Examination of the eyes, visual acuity within normal limits. Eyelids *__________*. Conjunctiva with inflammation and slight exudate, left eye. Cornea appears normal with negative fluorescein stain. Extraocular muscles intact. Pupils react to light and accommodation. Anterior chamber appears normal. Posterior segment funduscopic without abnormalities. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Without abnormalities. Neck & Back: Without tenderness or painful range of motion. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Skin: Without discoloration or rash. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

The patient has fluorescein stain to eye.
IMPRESSION: Possible allergic conjunctivitis with questionable bacterial secondary infection.
PLAN: We will give prescription of erythromycin ophthalmic ointment with advice to follow up with an ophthalmologist in a few days if not getting better or any clearing *__________*
