No S3 or S4. Abdomen: Benign. Extremities: No edema. Neurological: Grossly nonfocal. Dermatological: Shows no suspicious lesions.

ASSESSMENT: This is an 89-year-old black female with right humerus fracture, type II diabetes, hypertension, cholesterol, and GERD.
