CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Allopurinol, buspirone, clonazepam, colchicine, Aricept, gabapentin, Keppra, levothyroxine, lisinopril, metoprolol, and rivastigmine.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 136/64, afebrile, pulse 68, weight 116 pounds, respirations 18, blood sugar 100, and oxygen saturation 96% on room air.
