Dear Amanda:

This is a telemedicine followup visit for Mr. Dougherty with stage IV chronic kidney disease, hypertension, congestive heart failure and adenocarcinoma of the colon.  Since his last visit on January 31, 2022, he was hospitalized initially at Carson City and then sent down to Sparrow because of his advanced renal insufficiency and they diagnosed him with pneumonia and congestive heart failure, also weakness pulmonary hypertension.  At that point, he did not want further treatment and he was referred to hospice and was discharged home on hospice.  His daughter Susan is closely involved in his care and is here to help him.  At this point, she would prefer no more lab studies for renal function and will not schedule followup appointments due to his terminal status.
Physical Examination:  Vital Signs:  His weight is 220 pounds and blood pressure is 120/70.
Lab Studies: Most recent labs were done on April 2, 2022, creatinine was 1.82 that slightly improved from previous levels, calcium 8.33, phosphorus 2.9, sodium 134, potassium 4.4, carbon dioxide 25, albumin low at 2.9, estimated GFR was actually improved up to 35, but he will not be having any more lab studies done at this point and hospice will provide supportive care.
Assessment and Plan:  Stage IV chronic kidney disease.  The patient is currently terminal and is on hospice.  He desires no further appointments in our office.  I did have a discussion with Susan and Lloyd and both agree that he would prefer not to have followup visits here and he hopes to be comfortable with hospice care at this point.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
