Dear Mr. Flegel:

This is a face-to-face followup visit for Mr. Gimmey with stage IIIA chronic kidney disease, hypertension, and history of right nephrectomy for renal cell carcinoma and also history of elevated PSA.  His last visit was November 22, 2021.  Since that time, he saw Dr. Liu and he had multiple biopsies of his prostate gland simultaneously and there was no evidence of cancer in any of the biopsy material so Dr. Liu will follow the PSA levels annually.  He believes that he does not have any form of cancer in the prostate at this point.  No nausea, vomiting, or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain, palpitations or dyspnea.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood.  No edema or claudication symptoms.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight lisinopril 10 mg daily.

Physical Examination:  Weight is 171 pounds and this is unchanged, pulse 88, oxygen saturation is 95% on room air, and blood pressure 134/80.  Neck is supple.  No lymphadenopathy.  Lungs are clear without rales, wheezes, or effusion.  Heart is regular without murmur, rub or gallop.  Abdomen is soft and nontender.  No organomegaly.  Extremities, no edema.  No ulcerations or lesions.

Labs: Most recent lab studies were done on May 19, 2022, creatinine is stable at 1.4 with estimated GFR of 52, sodium 138, potassium 4.8, carbon dioxide 28, phosphorus 4.1, albumin 4.1, calcium 9.3, and hemoglobin 13.2 with a normal white count and normal platelets.

Assessment and Plan:  Stage IIIA chronic kidney disease without progression and no uremic symptoms and hypertension well controlled.  The patient will continue to have lab studies done every three to six months.  He will follow a low-salt diet and he will be rechecked by this practice in the next 12 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
