Thank you for this referral.

The patient is seen and consultation is done for anemia and lymphocytosis.

SYMPTOMS: The patient offers no symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of intellectual disability, history of schizoaffective disorder, and history of hypothyroidism. The patient has been on Depakote.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: This is a 31-year-old female.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Grossly unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: WBC is 6.7, hemoglobin 12.3, hematocrit 37.8, MCV 100.3, and platelet 137. The patient’s differential count showed 68% lymphocytes and absolute lymphocyte count is 4556.
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DIAGNOSIS: Mild lymphocytosis with absolute lymphocyte count 4556

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient cause of this lymphocytosis is unclear. She does not seem to have any chronic infection, which is usually common cause. I do not suspect lymphoproliferative disorder at this point. No specific treatment or further workup needed and we could closely watch her. I will see her in three months with CBC.
