HISTORY: This is a 60-year-old gentleman here for a surgical clearance.

The instructions clearly stated that they do not want chest x-ray, they do not want EKG and they do not want any labs drawn.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, cataract, and type II diabetes.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hernia repair, Lasik surgery for his eyes and DMEK, which stands for Descemet’s membrane endothelial keratoplasty animation.

MEDICATIONS: Include atorvastatin, enalapril, testosterone and Xigduo.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies alcohol, drug or tobacco use.
FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 95% at room air.

Blood pressure 142/86.
Pulse 81.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.7.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity. No rebound. No guarding. Normal bowel sounds. No visible peristalsis. No pulsating mass.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Surgical clearance.

2. Obesity.

3. Hypercholesterolemia.

4. Hypertension.

5. Low testosterone.
