History: Mr. Thompson is a markedly obese African American male who had an abnormal diabetic foot exam today. He has a missing left big toe because of amputation. All his toes are curved, but he is able to wiggle them. He has good peripheral pulses. Overall, he has severe chronic venous insufficiency both lower legs with pitting edema of the legs and the edema is extending to his feet. He has got good vibration sense. He has a new open wound pinhead size on the left second toe, which was dressed today with clearing with hydrogen peroxide, putting ASAP Gel and then putting a Band-Aid over it. The nurse assisted the patient in putting back his compression stockings and regular socks. On the undersurface of the right big toe is noted a callus and it seems this callus has been trimmed by the podiatrist for past several weeks. The patient is under care of the podiatrist for his foot problems.

The second problem the patient told me was Lasix (furosemide) is not working and he wanted to know if I could change his furosemide to a different one and I changed it to torsemide 20 mg and we will see how he does on this instead of furosemide, and so, I only gave 30-day prescription of the torsemide 20 mg. He is going to be seen in the office in a month.
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
