History: Mr. Patel called me this morning early that he has sustained a wound over his left hand in the middle of his palm and that he wanted to see me. The patient was advised to come in as soon as possible. The patient told me that on Sunday, he was trying to open an olive oil bottle and he was doing it with his hand and the bottle just broke while he was opening the bottle and a glass hit him. He got a lacerated wound about 7 cm on the middle of the left palm. He just tried to doctor it himself at home and did not even inform me yesterday. When I saw him today, the wound did appear clean and dry, but I told him that there is so much fat in the palm of the hand and so many tendons going through that he must have the wound stitched and that either he can go to the emergency room or an urgent care; I gave him two choices. I tried to call Dr. Cherian and Dr. Cherian stated she was too busy that she will not be able to see him today in the office. So, I sent him to SignatureCare or an urgent care on Boonville Road here, which is the Premier Healthcare. The patient understands plan of treatment. He will get his wound stitched. The patient’s wound was cleaned today and bandaged and ASAP Gel was applied. I had given the patient to take home some gauze pads and ASAP Gel and hydrogen peroxide and tape so that he could dress it himself once he goes home. He is planning to go to Texarkana to his son’s place.
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
