History: Ms. Dixon is an elderly African American female who has history of right breast cancer; lumpectomy was done. When she had breast cancer on the left side, lumpectomy was done and then she developed serious cellulitis of the left breast which was successfully treated. The patient continues to have some kind of swelling in the left breast still, but has no fever and no pain. Because of the COVID-19 problems, the patient was not able to go to MD Anderson and the patient was seen by Dr. Tripathy locally and was told everything was good. The patient was to continue tamoxifen. The patient came today with problems of epigastric discomfort and then some chest pain, basically gastroesophageal reflux moving into her chest and the patient has had two such episodes; one last month and one recently and was worried about it. I did an EKG to be sure she was not having any acute cardiac event. The patient has stopped taking her pantoprazole and was just using Pepcid over-the-counter. The patient was given a prescription of pantoprazole. Also, her blood pressure was increased and I increased the lisinopril to twice a day. The patient has chronic venous insufficiency and leg edema and taking furosemide every other day or as needed helped her significantly, but she states she is getting leg cramps and wants some potassium. So, prescription of furosemide and potassium both was given, to take it every other day.
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
