History: It reveals that this is a 71-year-old African American male with peripheral neuropathy and previous infection of the left foot, was sent over by podiatrist Dr. Hosea for ulcer on the left lateral foot for the past three to four weeks with evidence of osteomyelitis on x-ray. The plan was to get cardiovascular surgery to evaluate the blood flow into the foot prior to amputating that little toe. The patient was admitted and started on:

1. Janumet XR twice a day.

2. Amlodipine 10 mg once a day.

3. Ciprofloxacin 500 mg.

4. Lisinopril 10 mg a day.

5. Propranolol 10 mg twice a day.

6. Glimepiride 4 mg a day.

7. Simvastatin 20 mg a day.
The patient has had a cyst removed from his neck.
Family History: Father passed away at age 67 of alcoholism and cirrhosis. Mother died at age 87 of natural causes.
The patient was afebrile, anicteric and he was sent for preop evaluation prior to amputation. The patient was put on a diabetic diet. The patient’s home medicines were started and started on Lovenox and Pepcid. Infectious Disease was consulted and Dr. Hosea felt he needed to have a left fifth toe amputation. Dr. Smith was consulted to assess his vascular status and cleared him for surgery. Dr. Lemos was consulted and recommended going home on Cipro and Augmentin. So, the patient had left little toe amputation. His creatinine was 1.32 on 04/05/2022.

Discharge Diagnoses: So, his discharge diagnoses on 04/06/2022, were:

1. Diabetic foot infection with osteomyelitis.

2. Left little toe amputation.

3. Chronic kidney disease stage III.

The patient was sent home on ciprofloxacin, Augmentin and Janumet XR.
The patient saw him on 04/12/2022. The patient was then discharged and readmitted because the wound was not healing; at which time, PTA was done and I have dictated those notes.
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
