I was just able to procure some notes on Charles Coleman when the patient was admitted to Accel Nursing Home on 04/26/2022 and discharged on 05/23/2022.
The Patient’s Diagnoses:
1. Osteomyelitis of left ankle and foot, local infection of the skin and subcutaneous tissue, unspecified.

2. Type II diabetes mellitus with neuropathy.

3. Methicillin-resistant Staphylococcus aureus infection.

4. Acquired absence of left little toe.

5. Acute kidney failure.

6. Hyperlipidemia.

7. Hypercholesterolemia.

8. Hypertension.

9. Chronic kidney disease stage III.

10. E11.9.

A PICC line was placed. The patient was given after the PTA Plavix for few days, but then was discontinued. Hypoglycemia protocol was used. The patient was given daptomycin for three weeks IV through the PICC line. He was given Basaglar insulin 38 units through the Basaglar Pen. He was discharged home on Lantus insulin 34 units which the patient states he refuses to take. His insulin, daptomycin, Colace and cholecalciferol were discontinued.
He was also discharged home on:

1. Metronidazole. His metronidazole was discontinued on 05/06/2022.
2. MiraLax powder. MiraLax was continued.
3. Plavix 75 mg.

4. Propranolol 10 mg twice a day.

5. Santyl ointment 250 units/g, apply to left fifth metatarsal topically every day shift for left fifth metatarsal wound.

6. Tylenol p.r.n.
7. His Lipitor was increased to 40 mg.
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
