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1. HT, 9-year-old young lady with cough, congestion, and exposure to COVID. All the testing was negative. The patient did have some nausea and was given Zofran and was sent home. Mother was very happy with the care received.

2. JA, 36-year-old young man with pain in the left foot and left leg. X-rays were negative. Diagnosed with contusion secondary to excessive activity and walking. He was treated with antiinflammatory. The patient was very happy. No need for blood work and/or Doppler studies noted.
3. EP, 56-year-old woman presented with cough, back pain, shortness of breath, congestion, body ache and sore throat. She had a full workup including CBC, CMP, BNP, swab testing, urinalysis, and chest x-ray. She had a positive flu A. Treated with Tamiflu and albuterol. Really doing much better. Liked the staff and how she was treated very much.
4. JG, 67-year-old woman with left leg pain with no history of trauma. She was concerned about a blood clot because she had heard that this could be a sign of a of blood clot. Dr. Abbasi felt like it was musculoskeletal in nature and he did do Doppler study which was negative and treated the patient with antiinflammatory. The patient was very happy with the visit and how fast she was seen and taken care of.
5. AW, 26-year-old male with left thumb laceration. DT addressed. Antibiotic given. Closed without any difficulty. The patient was very impressed with the care he received as well.
6. HL, 10-year-old young man presented with abdominal pain and nausea. The patient underwent swab testing and noted to have impetigo over his face which was treated. Workup including CBC, CT and urinalysis was suggested, but the family declined. They did not answer the phone today.
7. GD, 49-year-old male with right hand pain secondary to a chemical burn, was treated appropriately. The burn is doing well. The wife states today that they were very, very happy with the care that the patient received. No issues or complaints. Tetanus was addressed.
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8. CN, 44-year-old male with fever, sore throat, COVID exposure, CBC, CMP, and chest x-ray all negative. The flu A was positive. The patient was treated with Tamiflu and is doing much better, very happy with the treatment.

9. ID, 74-year-old woman with sore throat, chills, fever, shortness of breath, and cough. CBC and CMP were done along with chest x-ray and chest CT. The patient had mild hypoxemia and a patchy looking infiltrates in the lung versus post-obstructive pneumonia. Subsequently, the patient was sent to HCA Conroe. The patient is doing well today and going to do the biopsy in the next 24 hours. She states that she was very happy with the care she received at Porter Hospital.
10. AM, 5-year-old young lady with COVID exposure and nausea. The swab test was negative. She was treated with Zofran and sent home. I spoke to mother today. The child is doing well. They had no complaints regarding care received by Dr. Abbasi or the hospital staff and the care appeared appropriate.
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
