PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Works home, only goes out for groceries.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: ________ with history also of sore throat for the past five days, described as 10/10, also complains of rash right hand for the past several days, required cortisone shot and pills before to clear.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient in mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Pharyngeal erythema without exudates or enlargement. Neck: Supple with 1+ lymphadenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Without rash or discoloration. Extremities: Without tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

Strep screen was obtained which was negative.
FINAL IMPRESSION: Dermatitis, contact, right hand with second-degree burn, right hand.
PLAN: The patient is given Silvadene cream to apply with bathing soaks. Continue with steroid cream given before for solitary lesion also on dorsum hand and prescription for Zithromax.
