The patient presents with injury to right shoulder, shoulder bruise, also some pain radiating to right wrist.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Fell carrying groceries landing on right side two weeks ago, had extension of pain into right elbow and wrist yesterday and now cleared.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension and arthritis.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tubal, cataract surgery, right knee surgery, right hand carpal tunnel, both feet.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: See chart.

ALLERGIES: CELEBREX.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Within normal limits. Slight discomfort in right knee, clearing. Past history of replacement of right knee, surgical replacement and arthritis.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Without abnormalities. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Tenderness to right lateral shoulder with ecchymosis 4 to 5 cm lateral upper shoulder. Skin: Within normal limits. Motor: Without abnormalities. Neuropsychiatric: Without abnormalities.
X-ray obtained of right shoulder.

DIAGNOSIS: Contusion, right shoulder, with *__________* injuries.
PLAN: The patient released with precautions for shoulder, with advice to follow up in one or two weeks as needed.
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
