Lungs: With scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative. Skin: Negative. Neuropsychiatric: Negative.

Strep test obtained which was negative.
DIAGNOSES: Upper respiratory infection with pharyngitis with *__________*.
PLAN: The patient is given a prescription for Zithromax, over-the-counter DM and Benadryl and also prescription for dexamethasone to take at low dose for the next several days and to continue Benadryl as needed.
