The patient complains of burning type pain right temple, intermittent for the past week, only lasting few seconds to a minute, *__________* for the past two months and restarted in the past three days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Has history of Down syndrome without cardiac disease reported.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She states having urticarial type rash post eating dairy products for the past two months without treatment.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Skin: Warm, without discoloration. No evident rash at present. Extremities: Negative for the tenderness or restricted range of motion. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: No abnormality identified. No tenderness to right temple. Left-sided recent intermittent pain. Remainder of head, eyes, ears, nose and throat examination within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Urticarial possible reaction to dairy products, right temple pain, and questionable headache.

PLAN: The patient is advised to monitor foods that she eats and try to eliminate agents that may be causing rash, to try to withhold dairy products for the next couple of weeks to see if that makes the difference. Because of right temple pain, and if rash persists, the patient is advised to see primary care pediatrician for further evaluation.
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
