The patient was seen via Doxy. She has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: The patient is a 72-year-old married Caucasian female, has been in treatment for depression and panic attack for sometime. Since she has been taking medication, the patient has been making significant improvement and she likes to continue with the treatment. Since she stopped the medication, her panic attack has been significantly reduced. She is not having any problem of somatic complaints or any period of anxiety or panic attacks. She described she has been doing perfectly fine, sleeping good, eating good and has not been having any other problems. She has no diabetes and hypertension. She is taking following outpatient treatment with her internist. She indicates she has no side effect of the medication. She is on Cymbalta 20 mg daily and clonazepam 0.5 mg at bedtime. Risk, benefit and side effect were explained.

ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder with no anxiety or panic attack.

PLAN: Continue with Cymbalta 20 mg daily and Klonopin 0.5 mg at bedtime that she has been taking on a p.r.n. basis. A 30-day supply was ordered. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
