SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Sharon described that she has been undergoing a lot of stress and her mind has been having problem in concentration due to taking care of her son and also for the last week or so, she again developed pain in her right shoulder. She restarted going for physical therapy. She states that she is recovering from her total left knee replacement although she has not been having much pain and her condition has been improving. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was euthymic. Affect was pleasant. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. She denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any auditory or visual hallucinations or any persecutory feeling. She is compliant with the medications and claims without medication she cannot be stable. She is on Vyvanse 60 mg daily and Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily. I provided support and education about the medications and side effect discussed. She has not been abusing opioids. Off and on, she takes some pain medication.

ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder and attention deficit disorder.

PLAN: Continue Vyvanse 60 mg daily and Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily. Continue to follow with the orthopedic physician and internist. A followup appointment was given in 30 days.
