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NEUROLOGICAL REPORT

CLINICAL INDICATION:
Neurological referral for abnormal brain MRI findings.
Dear Richard Caylor & Professional Colleagues:

Thank you for referring Tiffany Toste for neurological examination.
Her MR brain image showed a trace prominence of the optic sheaths and a partially empty sella turcica.
She gives essentially a normal clinical neurological history with the exception of some symptoms of dyssomnia. 
She was previously under the care of Dr. Joel Rothfeld, Ph.D., M.D., following her progress and her findings of possible sleep disordered breathing. 
MR vascular and MR imaging of the brain was completed.

At Dr. Rothfeld’s suggestion, there was consideration for doing a MR vascular angiogram because of a sense of whooshing sounds in the back of her head.
She gives an important past medical history of having findings of obstructive sleep apnea and a sleep apnea machine with the diagnosis of obstructive sleep apnea syndrome.
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She was previously treated for symptoms of mild cerebral edema years ago, but the medicine was discontinued with her improvement.

More recently, headaches have returned and seem to be possibly pressure or migrainous in nature.

In consideration of this clinical history and presentation, we will do two things: MR vascular angiography of circle of Willis studies will be completed with attention to the posterior fossa to exclude vascular stenosis or aneurysm.

Reevaluation sleep testing will need to be accomplished to reestablish her need for care for findings of sleep apnea that would be productive of the findings on her mildly abnormal MR imaging study.

I reviewed all of this with her today following her evaluation and clinical examination, which is within normal limits
I will send a followup report when she returns.
