CLINICAL INDICATION:
Neurological evaluation with history of recent change in sensation of bilateral tinnitus.
Recent history and findings of left arm and shoulder rash responsive to topical therapy.

Clinical history of multiple round rashes in the lower extremities with gardening at home.
Previous history and findings of lumbar radiculopathy, spinal surgery with relatively good recovery from right foot drop.
Long-standing history of partial tinnitus with increased symptoms following COVID virus immunization to symptoms of persistent but vacillating auditory tinnitus.

Frank has an apparently completely normal underlying neurological examination despite his history of extensive spinal surgery with excellent recovery.
Frank is a 72-year-old healthy and athletic man who is otherwise alert, oriented and appears to be in no distress with preserved motor and sensory function without ataxia on his current treatment regimen and exercise activity.
He gives an important clinical history of currently untreated sleep apnea, which was not retested following his nasopharyngeal surgery years ago.
In consideration of his history and presentation, it would be my clinical opinion that sleep disordered breathing and possibly underlying sleep apnea would be contributing to his clinical symptoms that may simply resolve with identification, intervention, and treatment.
In consideration of this at this time, I am referring him for sleep testing. I will see him for reevaluation and followup to see if this is indeed the precipitating problem contributing to his clinical symptoms that would be responsive to interventional therapy.
I will send a followup report when he returns.
