Mrs. Low is a 76-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation for the Eversense continuous glucose monitor insertion. She was diagnosed with type I diabetes at the age of 12. She also has a history of hypertension and hyperlipidemia as well as anxiety. For her diabetes, she is currently on the Tandem insulin pump using Humalog insulin. She reports an allergy to sulfa. She checks her blood sugars three or four or more times per day and she previously wore the Dexcom.

Plan:
1. For her type I diabetes, she is on the Tandem insulin pump using Humalog insulin.

2. We have placed successfully the Eversense continuous glucose monitor; 6-month sensor of the Eversense, serial number sensor 274486. We placed it in her right upper arm. She tolerated the procedure well.

3. We used Xylocaine to numb the site and no complications were noted during the procedure. We used Steri-Strips to close the incision and we connected the app with the sensor.

4. The patient will be rescheduled for reinsertion and removal in six months.
