Mr. Meisner is a 70-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding placement of an Eversense continuous glucose monitor. He was diagnosed with type I diabetes when he was 11 years old. He also has a history of hypertension and hyperlipidemia. The patient is on the Medtronic insulin pump using NovoLog insulin. He reports having difficulty with the Guardian sensor, which is associated with the Medtronic pump. He reports his last A1c was around 6.9%. He checks his blood sugar four times per day or more.

Plan:
1. For his type I diabetes, the patient is currently on the Medtronic insulin pump using NovoLog insulin. He states that he has the Guardian sensor; however, he does not like this and he is desiring to place the Eversense today.

2. We placed the Eversense CGM sensor, the 6-month model in his left upper extremity. The serial number is 274505.

3. He tolerated the procedure well. Xylocaine was used for anesthesia and a small puncture wound was made and this was closed with Steri-Strips. No complicated were noted during the procedure and the patient tolerated the procedure well.

4. We will see the patient in six months for reinsertion and removal of sensor.
