SUBJECTIVE: The patient has not been taking her medicines and she is not keeping her appointment. She was seen for Wellness Examination. She has Alzheimer’s disease and family was not able to bring her to the office. The patient was seen by me last time on March 10, 2021 and she was supposed to come back in three months for blood test and she did not come. The patient smokes three quarter packet of cigarettes per day. The patient was admitted at Medical Center Hospital from May 11, 2022 to May 13, 2022 with sinus tachycardia. She was seen by Dr. Boccalandro for echocardiogram done on May 13, 2022 showed grade I diastolic dysfunction and ejection fraction was 60-65%. The patient has lost 13 pounds since last visit on March 10, 2021. She weighed 107 pounds on March 10, 2021 and now she weighs 94 pounds. She has protein calorie malnutrition.

PLAN: The patient advised to eat more food. We renewed her medicines. Family is to bring sooner. The patient will be seen again in six months and we gave a prescription for six months. The patient is advised to get Meals on Wheels.
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
